2025 GRANT GUIDELINES
The Elkhorn Community Foundation provides grants to charitable projects in the Jefferson High School District of Jefferson County, Montana. This is the third grant cycle for the Foundation.  The Foundation was started by people in the Boulder area interested in creating a permanent funding source for community projects as well as a way for people to give back to their communities.
Criteria
Grants will be made for projects that benefit the citizens of the Jefferson High School District.

Eligibility
Applicants must either be a 501(c) (3) organization, an exempt governmental unit or be sponsored by an exempt governmental unit.
About the Grants
        Grant size will range from approximately $500 to $1000.
 
Grants must be used for projects benefiting communities or residents in Jefferson High School District of Jefferson County Montana. 
        Grant requests are reviewed by the Advisory Board of the Elkhorn Community Foundation.

This process is competitive. Incomplete applications will not be considered.
Other Criteria   
Higher priority will be given to projects that:
 
Do not receive support from tax revenue.
 
Benefit a larger number of residents.


Enjoy financial support from community members.

 
Have sustainable funding.

Address important, unmet needs.

Will be completed within one year of grant award.
